2. Notes on Submission

A. Certificate of Admission (COA, ¥%18#7}4 in Korean) is a compulsory document to apply for D-2

(student) visa application.

. As the Ministry of Justice strengthens immigration control for foreign students, required documents for COA

(Certificate of Final Level of Education, Certificate of Bank Balance) must be submitted by the submission due

date (to be announced after the application results).

. If you fail to submit the required documents for COA by the submission due date, the COA will not be issued

and the students are responsible for any disadvantages that occur due to this case (please see VI 3, pagel6).

. If incomplete submission of documents is discovered, both COA and issued D-2 visa will become invalidated.

A. Korean language education is provided according to the submitted results of the successful applicants’ TOPIK score or the
Certificate of Completion from the Korean Language Institute of Yonsei University. For better academic life, applicants are
encouraged to improve their Korean language proficiency as much as possible before enrolling at Yonsei University.

B. Before enrollment, students can complete Korean Language curriculum provided by Yonsei KLI, and may submit the
certificate for completing the curriculum to be acknowledged of having achieved corresponding level of Korean language
proficiency.

C. If applicants do not submit a Yonsei University Korean Language Institute(KLI) completion certificate or TOPIK score by
the specified date they will be assigned to GLC Korean Beginner curriculum for the Ist semester of their freshman year.

The due date will be announced to matriculated students.

B. Before graduation: TOPIK level 4 or higher, SKA score of 441 points or higher
C. Official Korean test score can be replaced with the result of the Korean language test or completion of equivalent or higher
Korean language course designated by the Yonsei University Korean Language Institute.
% The Korean language proficiency standards mentioned above are based on the criteria for students entering in the 2023
