The Global Basic Education Division was
established to help the international freshmen adapt to the university life and develop their major
academic abilities. At GBED, freshmen will receive intensive instruction to improve their Korean language
proficiency required for their liberal arts and major studies.

2. Benefits of the Global Basic Education Division

1) To provide the Premium Academic Courses for students whose native language is not Korean to
enter their major, various Korean language support programs are prepared to develop academic
abilities and satisfaction of college life.
